State Responsibilities

1. Create and distribute Fact Sheets and Talking Points to general Membership, Districts and general motorcycle community through newsletter, motorcycle magazines, web site.

2. Collect statistical information on Freedom States to include Tourism impact, fatalities, impact on insurance premiums

3. Meet with current Sponsor and recruit sponsors of both Senate and House for companion Bills 

4. Meet with State Leadership to discuss legislation, Chair of Transportation, Chair of Rules, Chair of Motor Vehicle, House Speaker and Senate President

5. Schedule Press Conference on date of introduction

6. Contact and follow through with District leads
7. Prepare and distribute PSA’s, sample letters to the Editor

8. Keep membership informed through timely and frequent Action Alerts

District Responsibilities

1. Distribute Fact Sheets and Talking Points to general Membership, Districts and general motorcycle community

2. Contact local Senate and House Representatives to educate and poll them on whether or not they support the legislation. Ask if Representative would consider co-sponsoring. It is critical that each District follow up with their elected officials
3. Report poll and education results to Legislative Director. Legislative Director will follow up with all concerns, potential sponsors and will keep running tally on  Votes

4. At the request of Legislative Director write and post Letters to the Editor supporting legislation

5. District representation at Press Conference

6. Respond and take action to Action Alerts
